Chief Executives Report
Sub National Review/Local Arrangements:
These are the subject of separate reports on the agenda. Discussions are taking up considerable time and they do not do a lot for staff morale. Whilst there is an acknowledgement within GNP and other partnerships that there are things that need improving, there are real concerns that there is a lot to lose in terms of Greater Nottingham. 

Year end 2007/8:
KPMG conducted the emda audit in GNP. Though this was less than satisfactory we have taken up our concerns with emda (it would appear that emda have similar concerns). GNP achieved 100% spend of the allocation for 2007/8 and we have considerable commitments for this year and next. The Chief Executive and Chairman are due to meet with emda in early June for the Annual Review.

GNP Book Launch: 
The launch of “Joining the Dots” at Waterstones in May was a tremendous success with excellent contributions from partners who had used GNP funding to progress innovative ideas, Ian Simons for Game City and Nick Hammond for Toyota Training Centre. 
The GNP contribution to economic development and life in Greater Nottingham was acknowledged across the board.

Nottingham HUB/Station:
Proposals for improvements to the station and the surrounding area have moved a step closer. Meetings between GNP, City, County, NET, NDE, emda, and Network Rail have reached a point where we believe a sound financial case can be shown for a major project and plans are moving forward to progress grant applications.
