Delivery Arrangements for sub Regional Economic Development 2009/10

Recommendations: The Board note the report and agree to set up a small working party to examine options for the future and to report back to the Board.
Introduction: emda have sent out the attached letter and prospectus to first tier local authorities in the East Midlands.
The prospectus follows from an interpretation of the SNR guidance to date. It recommends that Unitary and County Authorities liaise with SSPs to agree a revised role in the new delivery frameworks. It is anticipated that new delivery arrangements will commence on 1st April 2009.
This time limit obviously places considerable duties on SSPs. Since emda funds will follow the new arrangements there will be a need to have a clear decision on a future for GNP by around October this year. To date there has been no certainty around TUPE obligations for local authorities. The Board will need assurances from the local authorities and emda as to the arrangements from April 2009 in order that they can be assured that GNP remains a viable organisation.
City/County discussions to date: Initial discussions took place with the City Council in Autumn 2007 around a possible Economic Development Company (EDC). Genecon (consultants) were engaged by the City to consider possible models and these were presented to a meeting of partnerships and the City (GNP, NRL, NDE, Nottinghamshire Business Venture, Accelerate Nottingham and One Nottingham). Of the various suggested models a consensus was agreed between partnerships for a “federal type model” similar to the Manchester approach. This was the subject of a previous report to the GNP Board, though there was also a view from some in the City favouring a “Big Bang” one partnership solution, in the Sheffield type role.
The partners therefore agreed to the City Council suggestion that the consultants be asked to prepare a detailed report around these two options. We were told that this would take place in early 2008 and Genecon were asked to submit a proposal. It would appear that Genecon agreed a brief but the City Council did not pursue the project.
Following receipt of the emda letter and prospectus the local authorities have started to initiate possible scenarios:

Nottingham City Council: Currently producing a “Big Bang” solution suggesting the abolition of current partnerships and the creation of a City (owned?) partnership with local authority membership and some private sector representation. The partnership would have responsibility for the Greater Nottingham Area (or a smaller conurbation) only if agreement can be reached with the County Council.
This is highly unlikely as the County Council say that taking the conurbation out of the County would make it prohibitively expensive to set up a partnership to cover a relatively small population of North Notts.

The City proposal would see the amalgamation of a number of partnerships and the removal of considerable private sector governance. It would also see the City’s economic development staff absorbed into the new arrangements; partners may well see this as an enlargement of the City’s department rather than a separate partnership. There would be  little in the way of cost savings as the City Council puts very little resource into partnerships (other than Experience Nottinghamshire, which took over a number of City staff).

Nottinghamshire County Council: Currently pursuing a whole County partnership. This may be based around the current Nottinghamshire LSP approach with governance drawing in elected members. They are also discussing this arrangement but possibly delivering at both a conurbation and North Notts level. To be effective this would require the City Council to agree to joint working within a County structure; and an agreement over governance issues. Such a proposal would obviously have consequences/opportunities for both GNP and the Alliance SSPs as well as other partnerships.
GNP Options: There will need to be clarity of proposals from both City and County (together with guidance/approval from emda) before GNP Board members will be able to make a decision as to the future of GNP and its staff. The Board have previously expressed the view quite strongly that governance and co-ordination at the conurbation/Greater Nottingham geography is the ideal scenario for both residents and businesses.
Discussions are taking place with partners and emda and there will be a verbal update at the Board meeting.

Delivery Arrangements for sub Regional Economic Development 2009/10

Over the last 6 months we have held a number of meetings with you and your team to discuss a more strategic and effective approach to delivering economic development activity at a sub-regional and local level.  

Given the importance of Local Area Agreements (LAAs) and Multi Area Agreements (MAAs) in channelling resources and securing the collaboration of strategic partners at a local level, it is an opportune time to revise our sub-regional delivery arrangements.  The Sub National Review (SNR) published in July 2007, defines a clear role for RDAs to provide the overarching strategic direction for economic growth in their regions whilst local authorities are to be given a greater role and increased flexibility in promoting economic development at an appropriate spatial level in order to respond more quickly to the challenges of their local economies.  This was reinforced by the consultation document on the SNR published on 31 March 2008.

Recognising that economic development activities need to be tailored to address the specific challenges and opportunities of our sub-regions we have funded 7 Sub Regional Strategic Partnerships (SSPs) since 2001.  Collectively, they have delivered a number of significant projects across our region, contributing to the achievement of our regional growth targets and RES priorities.   Local authorities are represented on the Boards of SSPs and many of these projects have been delivered in partnership with local authorities. Nonetheless, it is three years since our last review of SSPs and the SNR provides an opportunity for us to reconsider the arrangements for sub regional commissioning and delivery.

In anticipation of the implementation of the SNR and our on-going commitment to strengthening the relationship with our 9 Unitary and County authorities, we intend to transfer all activity currently managed by the 7 SSPs to their respective Unitary and County authorities from 1 April 2009.  We intend to have formal agreements with each authority, these agreements should be in place as soon as practicable to enable all parties to have clarity over future arrangements.  I encourage Unitary and County authorities to engage with their SSPs to ensure that the good practice and expertise which has developed over the years is fully utilised in taking forward new initiatives and managing current contracts.  Indeed, in many areas, the SSP may continue to be the delivery vehicle working on behalf of the local authorities and their partners.  It is also important that in two tier areas county councils work closely with their respective districts and boroughs in defining their priorities for economic development.
To initiate discussions, we have developed a prospectus to use as the basis for negotiation between emda and each of the Unitary and County authorities.  

As outlined in the prospectus, 2008-09 is a transitional year representing the first stage of a new approach and during 2009-10 we will work with you to develop a wider programme of economic development interventions that will encompass the additional responsibilities outlined in the SNR.

The transfer process will involve detailed negotiation between your authority and emda to accommodate our respective programme and project management processes; governance procedures; and to establish the scope and relevance of current SSP programmes to your existing and future economic development programmes.  An information pack is enclosed containing a number of key documents that you will find useful, along with a template to assist you with structuring your response.

At this stage I suggest that you nominate an officer who will lead on these discussions on your behalf and act as a point of contact with our Regeneration Directorate.  We would like to start these discussions as soon as possible: please contact Lili Tabiner on 0115 9888574 or Lilianatabiner@emd.org.uk to arrange a meeting between your nominated officer and Andy Brown, Head of Sub Regional Partnerships, to discuss the prospectus requirements in more detail and to establish a timetable for completing the transfer arrangements in your area.

I am committed to continuous and open dialogue throughout this process, so please do contact our Sub-Regional Partnerships Team (SRP Team) with any further comments and questions.  In this context, I draw your attention to a vacancy within our SRP team. I would welcome a secondment to help with this process and will be writing to you separately to outline possible roles and responsibilities.

I am writing in similar terms to the Chief Executives of all Unitary and County authorities in the East Midlands, and copying this letter to the East Midlands Regional Assembly, Government Office for the East Midlands and Local Government East Midlands.

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1 1. INTRODUCTION

This document sets out the East Midlands Development Agency’s (emda’s) proposals for a formal agreement and the basis to progress discussions between emda and the Unitary and County Authorities on the arrangements for sub-regional activity in the East Midlands.

The approach set out here is without prejudice to the outcome of the current consultation on implementing the Sub National Review. Should the consultation result in legislative changes, the arrangements for delegation in the East Midlands will need to reflect this.

In the longer term, emda recognises the need to more effectively target its sub-regional economic development activities so that they align more closely with Local Area Agreements (LAAs) and Multi area Agreements (MAAs)

The 9 Unitary and County Authorities - Derby, Derbyshire, Leicester, Leicestershire, Lincolnshire, Northamptonshire, Nottingham, Nottinghamshire and Rutland – are responsible for leading the development and agreement of LAAs and MAAs on behalf of local strategic partnerships (LSP’s). It is in this context that discussion with emda will be held. Unitary and County Authorities should ensure that the views of partners, including District and Borough Councils and LSPs, are represented in discussions with emda.

With this document, emda is asking for a detailed response from each of the Unitary and County Authorities on the following:

· Sub-Regional Economic Development Priorities 
· Delivery Structures 
· Funding and Transitional Arrangements 
· Governance and Management

· Monitoring and Evaluation
Clearly this approach is subject to any changes in Government policy relating to the Sub National Review.

2 2. BACKGROUND

The primary aim of the emda is to increase the economic growth of the region while reducing disparities between the East Midlands and other English regions.
The Regional Economic Strategy (RES) sets out the region’s vision, along with the strategic priorities that need to be addressed in order for the East Midlands to realise its ambition to become a Flourishing Region. emda’s role is to be the strategic driver to deliver the goals of the RES through working in partnership with the public, private and voluntary sectors.

In July 2007 the Government published its ‘Review of sub-national economic development and regeneration’ (SNR). The SNR is set against the backdrop of globalisation and technological change and the requirement to provide regions and localities with the tools and incentives to build on their indigenous assets and allow them to respond quickly to changing economic circumstances. 

The SNR proposes that RDAs will be given additional responsibilities for housing, transport and planning. RDAs will also be tasked with executive responsibility for developing a Single Regional Strategy (SRS), which will combine the Regional Economic Strategy (RES) and Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS). This new Single Regional Strategy will co-ordinate regional policy on economic growth, job creation, housing, planning, transport and environmental objectives.
It is anticipated that emda will also retain responsibility for activities which are best co-ordinated at a regional level.  These include: 

· Regional Delivery Programmes on Employment, Learning and Skills, Enterprise and Business Support, Innovation, RDPE Programmes and ERDF Programmes
· Large Scale Physical Developments
· Support for key sectors
· Performance Management of Sub Regional Partners and Accountable Bodies
· Regional Inward Investment Activity

· Public Planning Body Activities and Housing Planning Body Activities

· Transport Policy Activities

· Tourism Policy and Co-ordination

· Business Disaster Recovery Funding (i.e. Flood, Foot and Mouth)
· Economic Development Research

SNR also proposes greater emphasis on a new relationship with local government, including ensuring that local authorities have greater flexibilities and incentives to promote economic growth and well-being and support the delivery of Local Area and Multi Area Agreements (LAAs/MAAs).  emda will support the development of MAAs where there is evidence that the economic performance of the sub-region can be enhanced through cross-boundary collaboration.   
3 3. emda AND SUB REGIONAL DELIVERY

emda recognises that due to intra-regional differences within the East Midlands many economic development activities are more successfully delivered at a sub-regional and local level. For this reason emda funds 7 Sub-regional Strategic Partnerships (SSPs) which deliver a wide range of activities on behalf of emda. The SSPs have delivered very successfully on many key economic development projects and have developed a good understanding of appraisal and evaluation processes ensuring that the projects funded are well considered and deliverable.   
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SSPs have published a 3 year Sub Regional Investment Plan (SRIP) to 2011. The SRIP defines the key priorities for economic growth in each of their sub-regions and details the range of programmes and projects which the SSP will deliver to address these.  In developing their SRIPs, SSPs consult with a wide range of stakeholders including local authorities to ensure that their planned programmes align with relevant local strategies.  However, in recognition of the importance of LAAs in setting sub-regional priorities, emda has decided to change the arrangements for delivering its sub-regional programmes and therefore SSP funding has been agreed for 2008/09 only.  
From 1 April 2009, emda intends to transfer all funding commitments from the SSPs to the respective Unitary or County Authorities.  
This proposed change is designed to achieve the following aims:

· Ensure alignment of current sub-regional programmes to LAA and MAA priorities and allowing greater decision making powers to partnerships within a Unitary and County Authority geographical area;
· Achieve efficiency savings by reducing administrative costs;
· Improve economic development activity at a local level for local people with clear alignment to Sustainable Community Strategies (SCS);
· Ensure continued business and third sector engagement at a sub-regional and local level;
· Demonstrate emda’s commitment to the principles of SNR.
It is therefore appropriate that emda negotiates a sub-regional economic development delivery programme with each of the 9 Unitary and County Authorities.

It will be for the Unitary and County Authorities to determine how best to deliver economic development activities in accordance with the guidance provided below.  The SSPs may be well placed to continue to deliver on behalf of the Unitary and Country Authorities in some parts of the Region. Indeed, emda intends to build on the success of the SSPs and encourages closer working relationships between the SSPs and their respective Unitary and County Authorities to ensure their involvement in both decision making and agreeing transfer arrangements.

The timetable for implementation is as follows: 

· 2008-9 is a transitional year during which emda will continue to strengthen its working relationships with the Unitary and County Authorities to ensure that there is sufficient capacity to manage and deliver appropriate sub-regional programmes.  
· 1 April 2009 - emda will transfer responsibility for all SSP undertakings funded by emda to the relevant Unitary and County Authority including programmes currently listed in SSP SRIPs.
· 2009/10 onwards – emda will agree with the Unitary and County Authorities a programme of economic development and regeneration activities which are fully aligned to LAAs and MAAs 
emda will retain overall accountability for funding and reporting performance of sub-regional activity to the Department for Business, Enterprise & Regulatory Reform (BERR). A robust governance and performance management agreement will underpin any transfer of activity to the Unitary and County Authorities.  This will include details of organisational capacity; managing conflicts of interest; financial management; appraisal; procurement; contracting; monitoring; and evaluation. Agreement on these issues will need to be reached prior to transfer of SSP activity and funding.
The section below details the specific information which emda requires in order to proceed with a formal transfer agreement with each of the Unitary and County Authorities.
4 4. FRAMEWORK FOR TRANSFER AND DELIVERY
SSP allocation is partly committed against the programme of projects detailed in the SRIP. In addition to the transfer of existing SSP programmes, Unitary and County Authorities will need to arrange for the development of new economic development projects and programmes to be able to take up the full allocation of sub-regional funds. 

4.1 4.1 Sub Regional Priorities and Programmes

In line with the new economic development duty, Unitary and County Authorities should identify the key economic development priorities for their sub-region based on evidence of local need and market failure. They should also identify key performance indicators and outcomes which together will achieve the vision outlined in the RES and their respective LAAs

At a sub-regional level, alignment to LAAs and MAAs  will be integral to the final agreement between emda and the Unitary and County Authorities.  

Equally emda will wish to be assured that the activities and investments of Unitary and County Authorities contribute to the regional outcomes agreed with government:

· Productivity: GVA per hour indices.

· Employment: Employment rate, showing proportion of working age population in work

· Skills:  Percentage of working age population with basic, intermediate and higher level skills attainment

· Innovation:  Gross Domestic Expenditure on R & D as a proportion of GVA

· Enterprise: Number of VAT start-ups per 10,000 working age population

emda presently contracts with BERR to deliver a range of outputs which are defined in the Tasking Framework http://www.berr.gov.uk/regional/regional-dev-agencies/tasking-framework/page12978.html. 
emda’s Corporate Plan 2008-11 provides more detail of the outputs which have been agreed.
The table below shows the type of outputs emda anticipates will be generated from sub-regional activity during 2008/09 to 2011. The level of outputs will be negotiated with the Unitary and County Authorities as part of the discussion leading to the final agreement.

4.2 4.2  Delivery Structures
emda anticipates that Unitary and County Authorities will liaise with SSPs to agree a revised role in the new delivery framework.  In addition, emda requires details about all delivery organisations that will be used for delivering economic development in 2009/10;  
· the legal status of the delivery organisation/body

· its role and remit

· its experience and performance in the field of economic development

· value and type of funding streams it manages

· staffing structure – experience, roles and responsibilities

· board structure

· engagement with private and public sectors in decision making
· scale and breadth of projects managed 

· knowledge of public governance issues, e.g. State Aid, Public Procurement

· estimated administrative running costs 

· how projects will be selected for funding

· how the delivery structure will avoid conflicts of interest.

emda will require details of the project management skills of the delivery organisation with respect to the capability of staff and IT systems to effectively manage projects. emda will also require reassurance that the Unitary and County Authority has the capacity to manage the whole economic development programme that may be transferred.
4.3 4.3 Accountable Body
Unitary and County Authorities will act as the accountable body for all Single Programme funding provided by emda. This includes responsibility for all governance and financial management arrangements of any delivery organisation or sub- contractor. The accountable body will be responsible for all management reporting to emda and acting on all requests made by emda. The accountable body will be responsible for ensuring that all activity is carried out in an effective and timely manner and in accordance with the terms of the final agreement with emda.
Unitary and County Authorities are asked to confirm that they can comply with emda’s Financial Memorandum, a copy of which is included in the Information Pack.
4.4 4.4 Stakeholder Engagement
emda recognises that most Unitary and County Authorities liaise and work with a range of local partners and stakeholders and that Local strategic Partnerships (LSPs) play an important role in shaping local strategies and their LAAs.

It is extremely important that the business, third sector and the wider public sector  are consulted and included in the new structures.

The agreement therefore needs to demonstrate clearly the involvement of the business and third sector in determining priorities and the delivery of economic development activities.
5 5. TRANSFER AND FUNDING ARRANGEMENTS

5.1 5.1 Transfer Arrangements
Unitary and County Authorities should note that as part of this transfer of responsibility that the SSPs are presently carrying a substantial proportion of emda’s economic development programme. As a result, staff employed within the SSPs may have the potential to claim employment rights under the Transfer of Undertakings (Protection of Employment) Regulations (TUPE). 

emda will provide a full breakdown of all SSP project commitments and pipeline activity within the Information Pack per geographic area.  Whilst the boundaries of the SSPs do not map precisely onto the Unitary and County boundaries, the priorities set out within them are unlikely to be significantly different to those identified by the local authorities.

It is envisaged that commitments post March 2009 will be transferred to the relevant Unitary or County Authority which will mean that SSP contracts will be novated to the relevant Authority.
5.2 5.2 Funding Allocations
The present indicative funding allocations are detailed below, SSPs are presently commissioning projects within this allocation.  These may be changed during the present Corporate Plan consultation and approval period.

In addition to the basic allocation emda may also provide funding for high profile/impact projects to be delivered sub-regionally. Unitary and County Authorities are encouraged to develop, with partners and in consultation with emda, new and innovative programmes which further strengthen local economic growth, particularly where these involve partnerships with business, higher education and the wider knowledge economy.
Programme funding allocated for new activity will require match funding. This will be either public or private financial leverage and should be maximised as far as possible.
5.3 5.3 Administration Costs
emda will allocate administration funding towards the cost of developing and delivery of activities. This administration contribution will be in line with our current arrangements with the SSPs.  A total of £1.5m is allocated to administration costs across the region. This figure is included in the overall sub regional allocation detailed above.  

emda will require a full breakdown of administrative costs associated with the  proposed delivery structures.

It is expected that Unitary and County Authorities will match fund administration and management costs from their own budgets. This is likely to be in the region of 50% contribution towards total cost from emda, however emda will cap its administration contribution to remain within the above £1.5M allocation, subject to review post 2009/10.

Going forward and following the Comprehensive Spending Review (CSR) 2007, RDAs are required to demonstrate efficiency savings in their overhead and administration costs, therefore any allocation of administration funding will be subject to these reviews.

6 6. GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
emda will performance manage the Unitary and County Authorities’ when delivering activity under the final agreements.  This will cover the following areas:
6.1 6.1 Appraisal of Projects

All projects must be selected in an open and transparent way and subject to competition wherever possible. Unitary and County Authorities should detail their selection and approval processes for projects.
All projects and programmes selected and developed by the Unitary and County Authorities will be technically appraised by emda’s Shared Resource Centre (SRC), an impartial centralised unit established for Appraisal, Contracting, Monitoring and Claims verification.

Projects will be technically appraised against The Guidance for RDAs in Appraisal, Delivery and Evaluation (2007) issued by BERR http://www.offpat.info/docs-list.asp?catid=344.
Whilst projects will be selected by the sub-regional partners, all projects will be formally approved by emda following a satisfactory technical appraisal at all levels of single programme investment. Projects which contain more than £1m of Single Programme funding will be submitted to emda’s Board Resources Group for final approval.

6.2 6.2 Contracting 

A standard template “Grant Confirmation Document” will be provided for use with individual projects selected by the Unitary and County Authorities and it is expected that this will be used as a minimum in grant awards.  Alternatively, should the Unitary and County Authorities require, the SRC could prepare contract documentation on their behalf.

Where activity has been tendered Unitary and County Authorities will be expected to use standard contract terms and conditions in line with the Office of Government Commerce’s guidance.
Details should be provided of how contracting arrangements will be managed from contract start to completion.

6.3 6.3 Monitoring
All projects shall be monitored against spend and output profiles agreed at the time of the “Grant Confirmation Document in line with Guidance for RDAs in Appraisal, Delivery and Evaluation (2007)”.  As a minimum projects will be monitored on a quarterly basis by emda’s Shared Resource Centre. 

Monitoring should also ensure that relevant data is collected by each project to enable robust evaluations to take place, this will include:

· Performance information – expenditure and outputs
· Beneficiary data

· Baseline data 

· Outcome data

Please refer to the sub-regional profiles which are included in the accompanying Information Pack.
6.4 6.4 Claims Verification and Payments
emda will initially continue to verify claims for Single Programme payment as per the existing process with SSPs.  

It is envisaged that Unitary and County Authorities will make payments to project sponsors after verification of individual payments by emda.
6.5 6.5 Evaluation
emda will expect Unitary and County Authorities to ensure that evaluation of programmes provides evidence of performance towards the achievement of the regional outcomes.

RDA impact is currently evaluated in a manner consistent with the national RDA Impact Evaluation Framework. emda recognises however, that Unitary and County Authorities are likely to have their own evaluation processes in place which are used to measure the impact of existing programmes.

Moving forward emda will need to agree a mutually acceptable approach to project and programme level impact evaluation developed in light of existing guidance and BERR requirements for the evaluation of economic impact arising from RDA expenditure. As a guide to the nature of this requirement we also enclose:
