5. Presentation on revised Greater Nottingham Social Enterprise Network proposal

Fergus Brazel of the East Midlands School for Social Entrepreneurs (EMSSE) gave a presentation on the revised proposals for the creation of a Greater Nottingham Social Enterprise Network.

EMSSE was formed in 2002 as part of a national network. It aims to encourage and support social entrepreneurialism and offers peer-led learning programmes.
There is a need to provide ongoing support for social entrepreneurs within Greater Nottingham. The main aims of the Greater Nottingham Social Enterprise Network project are therefore to:

· Share learning and promote mutual support

· Increase trading between social enterprises

· Provide information

Funding is required for the following elements:

· Events and seminars

· An on-line enterprise directory

· An interactive website

· An electronic newsletter

· Research and engagement activity

It is difficult to assess the numbers of social entrepreneurs who would potentially use the network. A steering group of interested organisations would be created as part of the project to oversee the development of the network. This group would formulate a series of indicators to monitor its success.
The network would look to invite high profile speakers to attend its networking events to give presentation on best practice examples. It was also intended that a piece of research would also be undertaken to identify how best to engage with social enterprises to maintain the network in the long-term.

The following observations were made:
· The revised proposals were still vague and lacked a clear set of objectives and outcomes

· The proposals lacked a clear forward strategy

· It was unclear how the network would be maintained in the long-term

It was agreed that the proposals should be further revised and an amended outline form submitted to the SAT in time for its July meeting.

6. Presentation on the Nottingham Knowledge Network, Nottingham Creative Network and GNP Contribution to Regional Start-Up project evaluations
