	Capital underspend 2004/05
SH reported that the five applicants who had submitted Expressions of Interest had, as agreed at the last meeting, been invited to submit full bids. Four had been received, with Experience Nottinghamshire having chosen not to bid on this occasion.
As they had an interest in 2 of the projects submitted, JC and SP left the meeting.

The remaining members of the SAT were invited by the Chair to give their opinions on each of the bids.

After some discussion, it was agreed that:

Lakeside’s application for the D H Lawrence Pavilion extension and Papplewick Pumping Station Trust’s application for improvements to the Pumping Station would be recommended for support from the TLC SAT’s allocation of funds.

Notts Rural Community Council’s application for the Create Project would be recommended for support through Accelerate Nottingham, who had already agreed in principle that they could consider it.

Nottinghamshire County Council’s application for Bestwood Winding Engine would be referred to the Physical Regeneration SAT to see if they were able to fund it.
