5. Update on progress of Destination Management System

SH welcomed Richard Worrall, Project Manager from Experience Nottinghamshire to the meeting. RW gave a presentation on the progress to date of the Destination Management System (see attached) being developed by Experience Nottinghamshire and World Net. He gave a brief overview of the project and the proposed outcome of the website, experiencenottinghamshire.com.  He updated the group on the financial implications of the project and the sources of funding the project had received so far. GH expressed interest in the online booking service that would have implications for the website of the National Ice Arena and its contract with an outside ticket agency. SP had similar comments and it was agreed the meetings would be set up with the NIA and with Lakeside, with a possible future meeting with all Databox users (including the Playhouse).
6. Update on Three, Three Cities Cultural Consortium Programme, supported by the Urban Cultural Programme
6.1
PM introduced David Hill, Managing Director of Artreach who gave a presentation on the Three Cities Cultural Consortium Programme. He gave an introduction to Artreach who have been commissioned to coordinate the programme across the three cities. He detailed two distinct strands to their work. One is the Cultural Quarters Star Prize and the other is the Three Cities Urban Cultural Programme. The Star Prize is an Emda initiative which has committed a sum of money to deliver public art commissions to help develop cultural quarters in the three cities. The Urban Cultural Programme received £800k of funding which to is cover management fees, marketing and monitoring and evaluation of the initiative. The vision of Artreach is to encourage collaboration and increase community engagement through the Three Cities project.
