	Minutes and matters arising
The AOB was clarified as SP having met with representatives from Leicester Spark and Derby City Council to discuss commissioning a piece of children’s theatre as part of the Urban Cultural Programme, for which the 3 Cities had successfully been selected.
The minutes were thereafter agreed as a true record.

SH updated the group on progress of the four projects which came forward as part of the earlier bidding round. 
The two projects selected for TLC SAT support, Lakeside and Papplewick, had been appraised and a recommendation to approve was going to the GNP Board on 19 October. 
The Create Network had been passed to Pete Goodwin at Accelerate Nottingham. Pete has identified some aspects of the project about which he is unsure and is meeting with the sponsor w/c 18 October. JC asked that SH encourage PG to be supportive of the project. 

The application from Notts CC in respect of Bestwood Winding Engine House had been referred to the Physical Regeneration SAT but they had been unwilling to fund it at this stage as it does not contribute to Tier 3 outputs and there is no certainty that the full project will go ahead. Nevertheless they have kept it in reserve.

	Update on Chair of TLC SAT
SH reported that Stephen La Mottee from the National Trust who had been approached as a potential chair of the SAT had declined the offer as he has a new commitment on the Derby & Derbyshire DMP.
The SAT considered whether one of its existing members could assume the Chair. SH suggested that GH, SP and SS were the most “independent” potential chairs amongst the group. Each explained that they would be unable to take on chair owing to extensive outside commitments.

Tim Harris, Principal Arts Officer at the County Council was proposed. It was agreed to contact him.

	Presentation on the proposed Nottingham/shire brand
MW welcomed John Lyle from Purple Circle to the meeting. JH introduced his presentation of the proposed new brand, reminding the group that it had been a particularly difficult brief to reflect the diversity of city and county under a single brand. The initial creatives had been completed in June and considered by Experience Nottinghamshire’s Image and Branding Panel and also by political leaders around the county. These had proved to be unacceptable but the revised creatives had found favour. These were now being developed for a high profile March launch, which it was hoped would include significant “dressing” of the city and county, with bannering, tree wraps etc. EN would be making a “soft launch” to agencies in early January so that they can incorporate the design in their work from January onwards, provided it was not launched before March.

JL showed the SAT a series of visuals both of the proposed brand and examples of its usage. He stressed that the proposals left considerable scope for other designers to adapt the brand. The presentation was well received. MW suggested that it also be shown to politicians from opposition groups as it is important that it is accepted as a non-political issue with wide buy-in.

New English Contemporary Ballet. The group discussed the Expression of Interest and whilst all agreed that a ballet company would be a desirable asset for Nottingham, they were concerned at the likelihood of its future viability since the revenue plan going forward relied on negotiating RFO status with the Arts Council, together with contributions from Nottingham City Council, GNP and other public sector agencies. As the SAT only has £56k revenue going forward into 2005-06, the group did not feel that they could offer financial support to the project at this stage. SH to write to them.
