7. Preset Application for Funding Presentation

Two members of Dance Four (key partners) of Preset presented to the SAT Board, an application for funding to purchase and expand their current building.

Preset, established in 1996, is a professional workspace for performing artists, looking for dedicated workspace.  

Preset has been used by 150 artists across the region, including 77 international touring artists/companies.  

Preset can provide a range of spaces, flexible to suit the needs of all artists, as well as admin office resources as well.   

Preset would like to expand by adding two extra large flexible studios, enabling more than one production company to use the studios at the same time.

Increasing its areas/spaces – could increase its turnover to over 400 people in a year.  Preset aims to house several independent companies on a semi-permanent basis and employ around 25-30 extra people.


Preset could become the high profile flagship for East side and could also, become a magnet for other creative businesses.
